From the past to the present, capitalistic economic order is inherently intertwined with the
emergence of economic and especially financial crises. While financial crises were re-
stricted to only one or a couple of countries in the past, in the present they arise - corre-
sponding to the evolution of a world-wide financial system - on a global scale.

The aim of this module is to provide students with an understanding of the historic circum-
stances, the specific economic causes and the socio-economic and political consequences
of selected financial crises in the past and the present. One of the main topics of this mod-
ule will be a comparison and discussion of the similarities as well as the differences of the
Great Depression in the nineteen-twenties and -thirties and the last financial crisis since
2008. It will be analyzed why both crises had a global impact, why (hardly any) econo- mists
foresaw either crises and why economic policy was able to manage the most recent crisis
better.

First, an introduction into the general anatomy of a financial crisis, its typical causes, such as
overvaluation of future investment returns and herding behavior, and its socio-economic
consequences is given (1%t and 2" week). Furthermore, the differences, similarities and
connections between an economic, a financial and a banking crisis are discussed.

In the following, this framework is applied to the analysis of selected financial crises in his-
tory, such as the currency devaluation in the late Roman Empire, the Tulip Mania bubble,
the South Sea Bubble and the 19™ and early 20" century financial crises in Europe and the
US (3 - 5" week). The mid of the semester (6" - 8™ week) is contributed to the analysis of
the Great Depression and the breakdown of the Gold Standard. Then, some prominent
examples of post-war financial crises, such as the Wall street crash of 1987, the 1997 Asian
crisis and the 2001 debt crises in Argentina are examined (9% - 10" week). In the last three
weeks, the causes and consequences of the recent global financial crisis are addressed.

By the end of the module, students ...
= have a profound knowledge of the history of financial crises, especially the Great De-
pression and the recent financial crisis since 2008,
= know and can explain the typical circumstances, causes and consequences of financial
crises,

= can compare and discuss the similarities and differences of several financial crises, es-
pecially the Great Depression and the recent global financial crisis.

IThe module includes 2 lectures with a general introduction to modules’ topics. The remain-
ing lectures are devoted to student presentations of case studies (based on articles and
book chapters). Students are also expected to write a short paper (about 15-20 pages). The
final grade will be an average of the presentation and the paper.

Ineffizienz von Finanzmarkten).

Ausrichtung und Bedeutsamkeit: Die besprochenen Themen und Konzepte finden
vertiefte Anwendungen in praktisch allen Themengebieten der
Wirtschaftswissenschaften. Somit ist der Kurs ,general interest”, und fir alle
Vertiefungsrichtungen sinnvoll.

Dieses Wahlmodul ergénzt das Lehrangebot der SML um eine grundlegende und vielseitig
einsetzbare Lerneinheit. Absolventen des Modells verfligen tber eine ausgefeilte Basis in
mikrodkonomischem Denken, welche sie fur eine angedachte Weiterbildung &uf3erst stark
qualifiziert.
